Tally specified order e.g. 12 nets of given hole size approx yard square – 6 to 8 shillings – to be done in a week

Nets made in homes were Prawn nets/keep nets, Billiard pockets and, in the war, camouflage nets

Tennis nets were made in the factory as were large fishing nets

Material was twine – modern nylon not satisfactory as knots come undone
