And that I, at least, only notice it occasionally, like when
I am hit by a suitcase, goes to show that I am caught up in the folly, and
so may be counted as a fool. But I cannot either pretend that all this is just
money madness.
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There is something seriously wicked going on in such wanton behaviour -
something which in another language is called a sin which separates us
from God. Matthew Chapter 6 verse 24. And 25 if it comes to that - and
26 is pretty good - so is 27. Just keep going, really.
By the way, does anyone want to buy a suitcase - only been used once -
lovely condition - do you a deal.

O To strengthen our inter-community links, encourage
the churches, increase Bible knowledge, and have

fun together, from September 2007 inter-church/community quizzes will
be taking place throughout the Bride Valley. The clergy and Team
Council have given their permission and approval for this.

Hopefully all 8 churches/communities will provide a team of 3 children
(up to 11yrs) and a team of 3 young people (11-18 inclusive) - even if
they have to 'borrow' in one or two cases to make up the teams!

Everyone will have the same 3 or 4 chapters of the Bible to study, with a
trainer, using the same Bible version, so that there will be a level 'playing
field' for all. Training will start in January 2007.

The quizzes will be simple context questions (nothing theologically
complex) as a noughts and crosses game with 9 categories of questions to
choose from: eg 'Who?', 'Where?', 'True or False?', Numbers', etc., etc.

It will not be essential for all those who compete to be regular church

teams. These matches will take place from September 2007 to January

transported by car).
Junior and Senior Contests will probably take place on the same occasion
with a refreshment break in between, giving a chance for people to
socialize. We hope that church folk and parents will be happy to provide
light refreshments when the teams are competing in their church or
church hall.
I plan to visit each community soon to discuss further details with all
those who are interested.

If the County Library authorities do decide to shut it down, what is the
best course of action, if there is enough support for such a service, to
maintain some form of library in the village? Should the old Wesleyan
Chapel, which is now used for the library, be retained for community use
rather than be sold off as was recommended in the efficiency report
issued earlier this year?

A small working group is needed to address these and other associated
issues and to prepare an action plan for recommendation to the Parish
Council.
