The Burton Bradstock Library Working Group would like to
thank everyone who returned a questionnaire about possible support
for a Friends of Burton Bradstock Library Association.

Assuming that the outcome is positive the Working Group
should be able to call a village meeting in September to spell out our
proposals (and their implications) for keeping the library open. It will
then be up to village members to decide if the proposals are realistic
