 The concern you show for the welfare of your parishioners 
during the current ‘flu epidemic does you credit – although I 
am unsure of the continued effectiveness of your ‘ministry of 
welcome’, when those beaming smiles of your ‘welcomers’ will 
be hidden behind surgical masks.   And surely, disinfecting 
the hymn books after each service is a little too enthusiastic?
