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JUSTIN MALLINSON

The funeral service of Justin Mallinson took place
on 231 May at St Mary’s Church, Burton Bradstock.
Justin and his wife Juliana came to live at Bredy Farm in
1947 after his discharge from the army.

He was a councillor of Burton Bradstock Parish
Council for 25 years and chairman for 12 years. He
served 8 years as a Dorset County Councillor. He loved
the village. He was very keen to keep the village tidy and
as a result the village won the Best Kept Village
Competition several times.

He instigated the building of the beach café after the National Trust
pulled down the original café and burnt it. His negotiations with the National
Trust to rebuild it resulted in the Parish Council being given the lease for 20
years for the beach café and car park. He used his saw mill at Bredy which
had a horizontal wood saw to make the bench tables for the beach café and
much more.

He organised many events, the V.E. Day 50t Anniversary Street Party, the
Millennium Week involving a marquee on the playing field with events
throughout the week. He arranged the celebration of the Parish Council
Centenary by having a china mug designed and also another mug for the
Millennium. He revamped the children’s play area.

He was a member of the British Legion.

He was a hands on person, doing odd jobs around the village. When
the local scout group had to give up their hut in Shipton Lane Justin offered
them land to build a scout hut.

He collected old and ancient agricultural items which he made into a
museum at Bredy, which is open to the public at certain times. Justin was a
man of many parts and that is how we should remember him.

DAVID MASON, TRUMPETER 1926 - 2011

| was sorry to hear today (9/6/11) of the death of David Mason,
whose playing featured in the Burton Bradstock Music Festival concerts for
several years. His brilliant, clean and seemingly effortless style was brilliant
and beautiful to hear.

Many years ago - sixty years or more at least - when | was at
elementary school, we were taken to the Church to which the school was
joined, to hear a young musician, "who will be famous one day," we were
told.

After which | made sure that |
came to all the concerts in which he appeared at the Burton Bradstock
Music Festival. The Gods will enjoy his residence now. But he is
unforgettable and will be greatly missed.

RECENT WORKS

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WORKING TOGETHER TO KEEP DORSET
RESIDENTS SAFE

Crime in Dorset continues to fall, with fewer crimes and in
turn fewer victims of crime across the Dorset county area
(excl. B'mth & Poole) during 2010/early 2011.

Yearly statistics at the end of March 2011 (1 April 2010 - 31 March 2011)
show that total crime is down. During this time there were 1,457 fewer
offences recorded by Dorset Police compared to the same period in 2009-10
- a reduction of 7.1 per cent across the county area. There were significant
reductions in anti-social behaviour, violent crime and those killed and
seriously injured in road traffic accidents on Dorset roads.

e There were 2,286 fewer incidents of anti-social behaviour (-10.4%)

e There were 400 fewer violent crimes in the Dorset county area (-
9.4%)

e There were eight fewer fatalities and 52 fewer people seriously
injured on Dorset’s roads (these results are for roads in the Dorset
County Council area and not pan-Dorset)

The Dorset Community Safety Partnership (CSP), which consists of Dorset
local authorities, Dorset Police, Dorset Probation Trust, Dorset Primary Care
Trust, Dorset Fire & Rescue Service and Dorset Police Authority, continues to
work with communities on those issues that matter locally.

Councillor Ray Nottage, Chair of Dorset CSP, said: “By making the
community aware that crime rates are falling we hope that they feel safer
and more confident that local agencies like the police and local authorities
are working together to keep crime low. Members of the Community Safety
Partnership work hard with partners and the community to continue to make
Dorset safer, and this is having a good effect. By working together reductions
in crime continue to be met.

Increasing public confidence and reducing the fear of crime has been
a priority for the partnership for many years. However, sometimes the
public’s perception of crime differs to the reality. This is for a variety of
reasons including how crime stories are publicised. “We know that Dorset
remains one of the safest places to live in England and we know that crime
is continuing to fall in Dorset.”

Superintendent Dave Thorp of Dorset Police, said: “These figures show
how effective partnerships can be in helping to reduce crime and anti-social
behaviour. It is extremely pleasing to see that the latest crime figures show
that we are maintaining a downward trend in crime in Dorset. We have
worked extremely closely with the councils and other partners who are
absolutely essential to making our communities safer.”
