HOW SAFE IS YOUR HOME?
In 2014, Dorset Fire and Rescue Service
(DFRS) attended 409 fires in homes that
could have been avoided if people were
more aware of basic fire safety, such as
knowing the dangers and taking
preventative measures.

Fires strike when you least expect them, often during the night. They spread
quickly but smoke is the real Killer. If you are asleep when a fire starts and
you don't have a smoke

alarm to wake you, your

chances of surviving are

zero.

Smoke alarms cost
around £5; a small price
to pay to save lives. They
must be kept in good
working order so dust it
every six months, check
the battery weekly,
change the battery every
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year (unless it's a ten year alarm) and change your alarm every ten years.
There are also alarms with strobe lighting and vibrating pads for disabled
people.

DFRS has a dedicated and skilled team working to reduce the risk of fire in
the home. We offer FREE Home Safety Checks where a member of staff
visits homes and ensures smoke alarms are working, fitting or replacing
them free of charge. We also check appliances for electrical safety, identify
high risk activities and check for overloaded electrical sockets. We discuss
practical, safe escape routes and what to do if the

worst happens.

SCHEME
The National Plant Monitoring

Scheme, the first of its kind,
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is asking for volunteers across the United Kingdom to visit a kilometre
square local to them and record the plants they find there in several
different plots.
