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Just before Christmas, as Thorner's 

School children were rehearsing 

seasonal music in LATCH,  there came 

a potential intruder: a peacock, a 

resident of the village and a familiar 

sight, moved around LATCH peering in 

the glass as if it were wanting to gain 

an entrance. The appearance of the 

peacock drew the children's attention, 

of course: this delightful episode 

illustrates one of the joys of a rural 

school – the proximity of that glorious, 

iridescent bird was rightly celebrated as one of the benefits of a country 

education. It was as if the peacock wanted to come in.  
 

In the same week, during one of their assemblies, pupils heard the story (as 

part of 'Open the Book') of how God wanted to come into creation – 'to go 

and be with the people he had created on earth….sending himself to be 

with people.' This was the story of the first Christmas, God's 'big idea' about 

coming in human form, in Jesus. Just as the peacock was curious about 

what was happening in Latch, God was curious about what it was like to be 

human and so decided to enter fully our mortal limitation and to taste what 

it was like being human in the world. Long ago, our Christian forebears 

employed the symbol of the peacock as a sign of immortality and 

resurrection: the way that the peacock changes its shape by fanning its 

splendidly coloured tail seems to express something of the beautiful 

transformation which we hope will await the creation at the end of time. 

May hope in that transformation mark our entry into a new year.

SUMMER EVENT FOLLOW-UP 

On November 15th Dr. Peter Northover, who led the archaeological 

investigations in the summer, gave a talk and brought exhibits found over 

that week-end including a metal window frame, a door from a range and a 

box iron which was found in the test pit dug near the site of Northover's 

Cottage on Friday Lane. Cobbles from the old road were also found here. 

Pottery pieces which were found at various sites 

were largely from the 19th century. However, as a 

result of the geophysical survey which was carried 

out, there was evidence of Roman remains in the 

immediate area of Friday Lane, which he hopes 

may be the subject of further investigation in the 

future. Dr. Northover was also able to make a 

connection between artefacts found locally and some he has discovered 

during archaeological investigations he is undertaking in Newfoundland.

NEWS FROM UPPER VALLEY HOMEGROUP 

Spring term 2016 sees us doing something 

completely different  and very challenging– 

we shall be following a series of meditations 

by Richard Rohr, based on his book 

“Breathing Under Water: Spirituality and the 

Twelve Steps”.  The Twelve Step programme 

is used by Alcoholics Anonymous to support 

problem drinkers to be free of their 

addiction. So what on earth has this 

programme got to do with Christian spiritual 

development? 
 

Rohr argues that “we are all addicts”, and our greatest addiction is to what 

he calls our “stinking thinking”; we never learn to think differently, do 

differently or see differently: “we keep doing the same thing over and over 

again, even if it is not working……it seems humans would rather die than 

change”. 
 

Why does this matter? It matters because we are missing out on what 

Jesus offers us – healing and wholeness, life in all its fullness, here and 

now. In order to live differently we have to work on our way of thinking, 

especially the way we think about religions and spirituality: 
 

“We cannot stop the drowning water from our addictive culture from rising, 

but we must at least see our reality…..and learn to breathe under water. 

The New Testament called it salvation or enlightenment, the Twelve Step 

programme called it recovery. The trouble is that most Christians pushed 

this great liberation off into the next world…..instead of a real 

transformation of the self. We have all been the losers, waiting around for 

‘enlightenment at gunpoint’ (death) instead of enjoying God’s banquet 

much earlier in life”
