 The Dorset and Somerset Air Ambulance, needs £3,800 a day to keep  
its helicopter and highly trained crew in the air. As a charity, the service relies 
on the generosity of individuals and organisations to help it continue its life-
saving work. Airborne within three minutes of a 999  call, the Air Ambulance 
can reach most of its operational area within  nineteen minutes. It needs an 
area only half the size of a tennis court to be able to land.  It can then 
transport patients to the appropriate  hospital for their injuries - being able to 
do this will make the  difference between life and death for many patients.
