death at Hill 60, near Ypres, of Private Alexander
William (“Will”) Sanders of Vine Cottage, Shipton

died aged 21 along with 150 of his comrades as a
result of the second chlorine gas attack ever
mounted by the Germans in World War I. A
commemorative full peal of bells will be rung at St
Martin's Church from 9.30 a.m. on Friday 1st May by
members of the Dorset County Association of Church Bellringers.

JOBS TO DO IN MAY

Feed border lilies; thin sedums to keep the flowers upright and compact
later in the year; prune spring-flowering shrubs when they have stopped
blooming. Plant up hanging baskets and large pots for summer flowering,
protecting them from any late frosts. Gradually harden off young crops
before planting out in the vegetable plot towards the end of the month.
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Protect crops from carrot root fly. Pinch out the tops from broad beans
when they flower to discourage blackfly. Divide prolific marjoram/oregano
plants. Fruit bushes, trees and strawberries benefit from a good soak from

time to time, rather than a quick splash more often.
