CHURCHES AND THE BIODIVERSITY CRISIS

The General Synod has backed a series of measures to promote biodiversity on
Church of England land from churchyards as havens of wildlife and plants to the
stewardship of agricultural and forestry land.

Members of the Synod welcomed progress already made by the Church
Commissioners, the National Church Institutions, dioceses, parishes, cathedrals and
schools to manage their land for climate and nature.

The Synod approved further action to increase biodiversity including work towards
drawing up environmental policy and land management plans for Dioceses and the
recording of biodiversity in church green spaces.
